HFSP Research Grants support innovative basic research into fundamental biological problems 

with emphasis placed on novel and interdisciplinary approaches that involve scientific exchanges 

across national and disciplinary boundaries. 

Participation of scientists from disciplines outside the traditional life sciences such as biophysics, 

chemistry, computational biology, computer science, engineering, mathematics, nanoscience or 

physics is recommended because such collaborations have opened up new approaches for 

understanding the complex structures and regulatory networks that characterize living organisms, 

their evolution and interactions. 

Research grants are provided for teams of scientists from different countries who wish to combine 

their expertise in innovative approaches to questions that could not be answered by individual 

https://erasmus-plus.ec.europa.eu/hu/programme-guide/erasmus-programme-guide?

The aim of the call is to support research that:  

- build our understanding of molecular and cellular mechanisms governing interactions 
between the cardiovascular system and the other organs/systems when at least one of the 
two presents a pathological state,  

- build a comprehensive approach to understanding cardiovascular disease interactions, 
combining basic research, clinical translation, and digital innovation through international

- No more than 2 eligible partners from the same country. 
- A maximum of 2 collaborators (self-funded partner not applying funding). Project partners 

will be funded by their relevant national/regional funding organisation. Eligible costs and 
funding rules vary between the respective funding organisations.
