CELSA is an alliance of several European universities.

The ’CELSA Research Fund‘ funds collaborative research projects between researchers of at least
two CELSA partners, of which one must be KU Leuven, with the purpose of leveraging their
efforts towards future Horizon Europe applications (or to its successor or any other competitive
European fund).

The CELSA Fund will fund joint research projects with a maximum of € 90,000 for a duration of
2 years, in case researchers from two CELSA Partners are involved (a KU Leuven researcher for a
maximum of €60k, and a researcher from one other CELSA Partner for a maximum of €30k).
Partner universities are free to increase their contribution per project.

In case researchers from more than two CELSA Partners are involved in a single joint project, the
budget is increased with their share (e.g. a project with researchers from 3 CELSA Partners will
have a maximum budget of € 120,000 for 2 years). In case more than one researcher from the same
CELSA Partner is involved in a single joint project, the total project budget as mentioned is not
increased.

What can be funded in a CELSA project?

- Itis up to the consortium of researchers to decide what should be funded (subject to the
evaluation).

- The internal rules of each involved CELSA Partner regarding funding research apply.

- The CELSA partners cannot appoint staff at another CELSA partner. However, travel &
subsistence costs of the team members in the project can be covered by either side of the
‘joint” budget.

- The CELSA partner who paid for project equipment remains the owner of that equipment.
It is up to the individual CELSA partners to make arrangements to enable the use of the
equipment or available infrastructure by all relevant team members.

ERC Consolidator Grant 2026

The Consolidator Grant supports excellent Principal Investigators who are consolidating their own
independent research team or programme. A Consolidator Grant Principal Investigatorshould
have already shown evidence of research independence.

Applications can be made in any field of research. The ERC's grants operate on a 'bottom-up'
basis without predetermined priorities.

Consolidator Grants may be awarded up to a maximum of EUR 2 000 000 for a period of 5
years. The maximum size of the grants is reduced pro rata temporis for proposals of shorter duration.

Additional funding up to EUR 1000 000 can be requested to cover further eligible costs (e.g. start-
up costs, major equipment, access to large facilities, major experimental and field work costs) when
these are necessary to carry out the proposed work. The requests for additional funding must be
duly justified in the proposal.

The Principal Investigators shall have successfully defended their first PhD at least 7 and up to 12
years prior to 1 January 2026. Cut-off dates: Successful defence of PhD between 1 January 2014
and 31 December 2018 (inclusive).

Research must be conducted in a public or private research organisation (known as a Host
Institution/HI). It could be the HI where the applicant already works, or any other HI located in
one of the EU Member States or associated countries.

MSCA Doctoral Networks 2025

The objective of Doctoral Networks is to implement doctoral programmes by partnerships of
organisations from different sectors across Europe and beyond to train highly skilled doctoral
candidates, stimulate their creativity, enhance their innovation capacities and boost their
employability in the long-term.

These doctoral programmes will respond to well-identified needs in various research and
innovation areas, expose the researchers to the academic and non-academic sectors, and offer
research training, as well as transferable skills and competences relevant for innovation and long-
term employability.

Besides standard Doctoral Networks, incentives have been introduced to promote two specific
types of doctorates as well.

1. Industrial Doctorates. They train PhD candidates who wish develop their skills and step
outside academia, in particular in industry and business. Individual participants must be
enrolled in a doctoral programme and jointly supervised by the academic and non-academic
partners.

2. Joint Doctorates. They provide a highly integrated type of international, inter-sectoral and
interdisciplinary collaboration in doctoral training leading to a joint doctoral degree or
multiple doctoral degrees awarded by the participating institutions. PhD candidates must
be enrolled in a joint programme and be jointly supervised.

Doctoral Networks are open to international consortia of universities, research institutions,
businesses, SMEs and other non-academic organisations. They should include

- at least three independent legal entities, each established in a different EU Member State
or Horizon Europe Associated Country and with at least one of them established in an EU
Member State

- on top of this minimum, other organisations from any country in the world can also join

- specific conditions apply to Industrial and Joint Doctorates

As from 2022, resubmission restrictions will apply for applications that received a score below 80%
the previous year.

All areas of research may be funded and Doctoral Networks can last for up to 4 years (up to 5
years in the case of Joint Doctorate projects).

The duration of each fellowship is between 3 and 36 months (between 3 and 48 months in the case
of Joint Doctorate fellowships).

Each beneficiary must recruit at least one doctoral candidate and can also organise secondments
for them anywhere in the world.

The EU provides support for each recruited researcher in the form of

- aliving allowance
- a mobility allowance
- if applicable, family, long-term leave and special needs allowances

- research, training and networking activities
- management and indirect costs

MSCA Choose Europe for Science pilot action

The objective of MSCA Choose Europe for Science is to increase the attractiveness of European
research careers by addressing the issue of precarity and offer excellent working conditions, turning
the current challenge of brain drain in the research and innovation sector into brain gain.

The pilot action supports projects in which academic and non-academic organisations recruit
postdoctoral researchers, with a view to offering longer-term employment beyond the project

period.

A single legal entity in an EU Member State or a Horizon Europe Associated Country applies and
is responsible for recruiting the researchers. Additional associated partners can be included in the
project.

The total budget for this call is €22.5 million. A beneficiary can receive a maximum of €3.5 million
for this call.

Projects should recruit at least 3 researchers for up to 5 years, with MSCA co-funding the first 2 to
3 years and the institutions providing the funding (with internal or external funds) for an additional
2 years.

Funding helps host organisations cover a fixed amount (Choose Europe for Science allowance) to
support any costitems of the programme, equivalent to the minimum salary that researchers should
receive during the first 2-to-3-year phase of the project (€6700), a long-term leave allowance and a
special needs allowance, if applicable, for each supported researcher.

Researchers recruited onto selected MSCA Choose Europe for Science projects are supported
during the full duration of the project (48 months or 60 months depending on the length chosen
by the institution for the first phase).

They

- can be of any nationality

- should comply with the mobility rules: in general, they must not have resided or carried out
their main activity (work, studies, etc.) in the country of the recruiting organisation for more
than 12 months in the 36 months immediately before the deadline of the co-funded
programme's call

- can go on short-term secondments

- must have a doctoral degree. Researchers who have successfully defended their doctoral
thesis but who have not yet formally been awarded the doctoral degree will also be
considered as postdoctoral researchers and will be considered eligible to apply

- should not already be permanently employed by the organisation hosting them

The completed proposal, including all annexes, should be submitted by 3 December 2025.

Interregional Innovation Investments Instrument (I3) - Capacity Building in
Less Developed Regions

Implemented under EU Cohesion Policy, the 13 Instrument helps develop and strengthen EU and
regional value chains6, with a particular focus on involving actors from less developed regions and
outermost regions. It promotes innovation (creation and diffusion) and uptake by linking regions
with shared or complementary capabilities and encouraging cooperation among stakeholders from
across the quadruple helix7 — public authorities, businesses, academia, and civil society.

While Strands 1 and 2a provide financial and advisory support for investment-ready interregional
innovation projects, this Strand 2b focuses on strengthening regional innovation ecosystems and
building the capacity of actors in less developed regions (LDRs) and transition regions (I'Rs) to be
part of EU value chains.

The overall objective of the I3 Strand 2b is to build capacity in less developed regions to develop
and strengthen their regional innovation ecosystems and value chains through coordinated and
interlinked investments in several regions.

This call for proposals aims to improve the capacity of public authorities and innovation
intermediaries (e.g. clusters to support companies in the identification of investment portfolios at
an interregional scale).

The purpose of this activity is to build capacities for a successful participation in Strand 1 or Strand
2a calls, enhancing interregional cooperation with a view to identifying and sharing good practices,
deriving actionable policy recommendations, strengthening institutional capacities, and
experimenting new approaches. This will also help public authorities and agencies to design
evidence-based and targeted policy interventions in the long-term, including updates to regional
Smart Specialisation Strategies and related innovation policy frameworks.

Projects can offer an added value when promoting the participation of EU outermost regions and
addressing their specific needs. Due consideration will be given to such added value during the
evaluation of I3 project proposals. Projects can also offer an added value when supporting regions
with specific challenges, such as difficulties in retaining and attracting talents. I3 Instrument, in
particular Strand 2b, is integral part of support on the ground offered by the European Commission
to cities, regions and Member States, through the Talent Booster Mechanism where 13 Instrument
with its capacity building component represents one of the pillars.

Proposals must be submitted by a consortium of applicants (beneficiaries; not affiliated entities),
which complies with all the following conditions:

- minimum two independent legal entities representing two regional ecosystems from two
different eligible countties,

- representing at least one “less developed region” and one “more developed region” of an
EU Member State,

- include quadruple-helix innovation actors such as public administrations, research and
academia, industry, and end users,

- include innovation intermediaries with an umbrella role (e.g. clusters representing companies,
universities, RT'Os) to maximise the representation of quadruple helix stakeholders from less
developed regions,

- the coordinator must be established in an EU Member State from a “less developed region”
or “outermost region” and either be

- apublic body, or a

- non-for-profit organisation, or an

- entity entrusted by a national or regional government to develop or implement
innovation and investment actions for SMEs (i.e. cluster organisations, public
private partnerships, development agencies, innovation agencies etc.), or a

- Member State Organisation acting under indirect management, or

- Buropean association or international organisation.

Project budgets (requested grant amount) are expected to range between EUR 500,000 and EUR
1,500,000 per project, but this does not preclude the submission/selection of proposals requesting
other amounts, if duly justified in the proposal.

The European Excellence Initiative in its widening dimension aims to raise excellence in science
and in knowledge valorisation of Europe’s universities through cooperation. The action will engage
with universities and empower them further to be actors of change in R&I.

By developing closer cooperation with economic and industrial partners within local and regional
innovation ecosystems, academic researchers and support staff will be provided the opportunity to
be trained in knowledge valorisation, entrepreneurship, access to finance, at any stage of their
careers, and to take into account the variety of academic activities in their career assessment.

The European Excellence Initiative in its widening dimension is, in terms of scope, open to any
network or alliance of higher education institutions, such as — but not limited to — European
Universities alliances selected under Erasmus+. In case of participation in this call such alliances
may be represented by limited number of their members and may include entities outside the
alliance for specific themes to pursue the objectives of this call especially in view of industrial co-
operation and/or outreach to regional innovation ecosystems. Under this call the centre of gravity
of the action is in Widening countries. Applicants are expected to convincingly demonstrate this
geographical focus conceptually and by allocation of the major share of the budget (at least 51%)
to participants from Widening countries.

Activities need to focus on research and innovation conducted in the higher education sector.
Educational activities such as Master or doctoral programmes are out of scope of this call.

Lundbeck Foundation Collaborative Projects

The Lundbeck Foundation has a strategic goal to make Denmark a frontrunner in the field of
neuroscience by funding Danish-based research that promotes a better understanding of the brain
and better prevention, diagnosis, and treatment of brain disorders.

The purpose of Lundbeck Foundation Collaborative Projects is to foster excellent interdisciplinary
research within brain-related topics. The programme we aims to create synergies between
neuroscience and other research fields or between different disciplines of neuroscience. The
ambition is to foster collaborations that will significantly impact neuroscience and have potential
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implications for human health. The grants are intended to add significant value to the existing
research environments.

One important way to reach these aims is through international collaboration. Danish and other
European researchers are eligible as Principal Investigators (PIs) under the present call, but if the
PI is from outside Denmark, the proposed projects must include at least one Danish co-PI
contributing on par with the PL

Zonta International Amelia Earhart Fellowships

Established in 1938, Zonta International’s Amelia Earhart Fellowships memorialize famed air
pioneer and Zontian, Amelia Earhart, who disappeared over the Pacific in 1937. By remembering
Amelia Earhart through this fellowship, Zonta International encourages and supports women to
expand their horizons by pursuing degrees and careers in aerospace engineering and space sciences.
In the program’s 87-year history, Zonta has awarded 1,794 Amelia Earhart Fellowships, totaling
more than US$12.2 million, to 1,365 Fellows from 80 countries. Up to thirty Fellowships of
US$10,000 each will be awarded in 2026.

Women of any nationality pursuing a Ph.D./doctoral degree who demonstrate a supetior academic
record and who are conducting research applied to aerospace engineering or space sciences are
eligible. It is imperative that students be registered in a full-time Ph.D./doctoral program and have
completed at least one year of that program or have received a master’s degree in an aerospace-
applied field at the time the application is submitted. Applicants must not graduate from their Ph.D.
or doctoral program before April 2027. Please note that post-doctoral research programs are not
eligible for the Fellowship.

To apply for the Amelia Earhart Fellowship, applicants must meet the following minimum
requirements:

- Be registered in a full-time Ph.D./doctoral program in research applied to aerospace
engineering or space sciences, and have completed at least one year of that program
or have received a master’s degree in an aerospace-applied field at the time the application
is submitted. A verification of current enrollment must be submitted with the application.
Acceptance letters are not verification of enrollment and will not be accepted.

- Demonstrate a superior academic record at a recognized university or college with
accredited courses in aerospace-applied studies as verified by official transcripts and
recommendations.

- Provide evidence of a well-defined research program applied to aerospace engineering or
space sciences in the application essay (in general scientific terms), the academic documents
(references, transcripts, verification of enrollment) and the list of publications.

- Cleatly demonstrate that the Ph.D. research program is directly related to acrospace/space
sciences and furnish verification of the research program through at least one of the
reference letters required with the application. The thesis supervisor or advisor and a
university professor must each be one of the referees.

- Applicant must be registered in a full-time Ph.D./doctoral program by 15 November 2025
and must not graduate before April 2027.

Egypt joined Horizon Europe

Egypt officially joined Horizon Europe on 22 October 2025 with the signing of the Association
Agreement unlocking new opportunities for scientific collaboration and becoming the second

African country to take part in the EU’s multibillion-euro research and innovation funding
programme. As a result of association, Egyptian entities have access to all parts of the Horizon
Europe programme on similar terms with EU Member States. They can now join and/or lead
research consortia and be funded directly from the programme, enabling them to contribute to
cutting-edge research and tackle global challenges as well as engage in initiatives supporting national
research reforms and institutional capacity-building.

The association to Horizon Europe also guarantees the extended participation of Egypt to the
Partnership for Research and Innovation in the Mediterranean Area (PRIMA) to enhance water
management, farming systems and food value chains.

ERC Starting Grants 2026 applications: Facts and figures

The ERC Starting Grants 2026 call closed for applications on 14 October 2025. These are the
preliminary data on submitted proposals:

- The ERC received 4 807 applications, marking a 22.4% increase compared to the
previous call, which already saw 13% increase from the year before.

- The highest number of applications came from the Physical Sciences and
Engineering domain with 1 980 submissions (41%) followed by Social Sciences and
Humanities with 1 568 submissions (33%), and Life Sciences with 1 257 submissions
(26%).

- Women submitted nearly 43% of proposals, the highest rate since 2007.

ERC Synergy Grants (2025) to fund 66 teams tackling major scientific
challenges

Sixty-six research teams, bringing together 239 scientists, will receive a total of €684 million in
European Research Council Synergy Grants to tackle some of the most challenging scientific
questions across a broad range of fields.

In total, 712 proposals were submitted to this call. Only about one in ten proposals were selected
for funding, with the successful projects receiving on average €10.3 million each. The selected
projects will be carried out at universities and research centres in 26 countries across Europe and
beyond. Twenty-eight projects will involve grantees based in Germany, 24 in the United Kingdom,
and 21 in both France and the United States.

Six projects will include principal investigators in countries that have so far hosted relatively few
ERC grants - the Czech Republic (3), Portugal (2), Cyprus (1), Estonia (1) and Hungary (1). More
than 40% of the funded projects will involve one principal investigator based outside the EU and
associated countries. Women represent around 25% of the researchers involved in the selected
